Mr. Nada stated his disapproval of the changing to school uniforms. He noted that with everything that’s posted
on the school district’s social media pages, why wasn’t anything posted regarding the proposed school uniform,
asto better inform the parents.

Jason Snyder — 36 Garden Ave.

Mr. Snyder also stated his disapproval of changing to school uniforms. He noted the results of the PARCC
testing that were posted on the State’ s website. He fedl s that the Board’ s focus should be on educating the
students not on what they are wearing. He said he feels a new administration needs to be put into place.

Parent of school aged children:
This parent asked what was wrong with the current dress code, why the need for change and if thereisa
problem, why isit not addressed as to the current policy being enforced.

Krista Price — 697 Riflecamp Rd.
Ms. Price, a student at Memorial stated that she and her fellow classmates thought the survey was talking about
the current dress code, not something new.

Mrs. Marshall stated that no one tried to trick anyone regarding the survey. She said the survey specifically
addressed uniforms which is different from a dress code. She also stated that the Board has no special interest
in any uniform company and that they will go with whomever has the best prices.

Dr. Pillari added that there was no intentional misleading of information. The reason the clarification was
posted to the website was to point out that the survey stated uniforms, not dress code. She stated that the
education of the students has always been her number one priority and we have been making strides over the
years. The reason for the change to uniformsisthat the dress code is too vague. The administration does its
best to enforce it but the policy is not specific enough.

Committee Reports:

Policy- Mrs. Vargas stated that the policy committee met and discussed the Uniform Policy. She pointed out the
changes from the dress code to a uniform. Dr. Pillari went into more detail.
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The Board discussed the proposed policy as a whole. Mrs. Perro stated that you do not have to wait until a
meeting if you have questions or concerns. She told parents to email asto get a quicker response and not feel as
frustrated. Dr. Salemi reiterated that stating you’ll get the answers you' re looking for by calling or emailing as
opposed to posting your grievances on Facebook. Dr. Pillari added that we should be using social media to
promote the good things that are happening in our district.
